WEB page development for Front Page.  You will be creating pages in your own space to be published on a WEB server, drives C: or H: will be used to store your "local" pages.  C: is your internal harddrive while H: would be an area on "CRAB" or similar remote space.  Create a new local directory on C: or H:  -  like  H:\21  (use Windows Explorer  "New"  "Folder" option). In FP use "Open WEB" for the first time - system will put needed FP files into your space (local directory) - C: or H: - like H:\21.  After it's setup, the system may "remember" where the space is but you always start your session by opening the WEB in the proper folder - H:\21.





To start the first time: Open FP and pick "Open WEB" and browse to your personal local space (C: or H:).  You won't see files just directories.  Point to the directory you want, i.e. H:\21.  Pick "OPEN".  You will get a "FrontPage needs ..." message - pick "Yes" to allow FP to put utility files into your space.  This may take a few seconds.  Some folders will be added: _private;  _vti_cnf;  _vti_pvt; and  images.  





(If you open FP and "Publish Web" is grayed out, it's because these files are not setup in the local space.)





Publish Web to http://camden-21.rutgers.edu/netid (camden-21.rutgers.edu is the WEB server and netid is the users account name,  pick "Publish all pages" and "include subwebs",  pick the "Publish" button.  Requirers login permission.





To start pick "Open Web" and point to your personal local space, then (with Publish Web not grayed out) pick "Open" from the file menu and open your "index.htm" or whatever file your want to work on.


After making the changes go to the File menu and pick "Save" to update your local drive then pick "Publish Web" to send your work to the WEB server.  Type in WEB address ie.  http://camden-21.rutgers.edu/netid for a published area in the location bar of the "Publish Web" popup screen.  Pick the "Publish changed pages only".  If you use the "Publish all ..." option it will over write your page counter (if you are using one).





WEB Forms can collect data:


Gathered data is sent to the folder  _private in your WEB server account space.


WEB info is sent to a .TXT file.  From there it can be copied to WORDPAD or EXCEL for analysis - it's delimited by spaces and double quotes (").  Use "FORM PROPERTIES" to change this action ( right mouse click while on the page) or change the file name. 


Info can be sent to an Access database (.mdb) - it will be created in your local space (H:)


with the folder name of  fpdb.  On the "Form Properties" page pick "Send to database";


pick the "Options" button on the bottom of the form.  On this next page look for "Database Connection to use:" and hit the little "down" arrow to select your page name.  Now find the "Create Database" button to generate the database.  Select the "Saved Fields" TAB to pick out which fields of data you want saved - double mouse click on the left side names under "Form Field" and hit OK when the new window opens up.





Be sure to "SAVE" your WEB page before you "PUBLISH WEB" to be sure it has all the updates before publishing.





Republishing can wipe out data collected on the WEB form.  Becareful of publishing all to an existing WEB.
