WEB page development for Front Page.  Notes on branching with-in and between pages.





To create a link in a page to jump to a spot somewhere else in the same document we use what is termed an “anchor tag”.  It’s a hyperlink (block the text and insert/hyperlink) but instead of http://...something…  for the url  it is replaced with  #…something…   Where the “…something…” is a label like WT1 which would read   #WT1  for the url.


html code =   <A  HREF=”#WT1”>  …  </A>   





Then somewhere else in the document you would put a “bookmark”  WT1


Be sure to remember the label name like WT1.  The bookmark does not use the # sign.  To do this move the cursor to where you want to jump to and pick “Insert” and then “bookmark” – a windows will open allowing you to type in the bookmark name like  WT1.  Then hit the OK button in the “Bookmark” window. 


html code = <A  NAME=”WT1”>   …   </A>





A flag will show on the edit page to mark the spot of the bookmark.  You could block some text and Insert/bookmark and in the “Bookmark Name” bar type in the label i.e. WT1   The highlighted text will have a dotted line under it.


Note in the code there is a double quote around the labels – if you enter this manually.


Notes on the label structure – it’s case sensitive (WT1 and Wt1 are different); the labels redbird and red bird are different because of the “space”; the manual says do not use plain numbers for a label (22 is out but S22 is OK); they must be uniquely named within the same document; I have used the term “label” but they are also called “anchor” and “named anchor”.  








When you set a “hyperlink” from one page to another, the jump goes to the top of the page.  If you wanted to branch to a spot further down on the page you would use this “Anchoring” technique.  On the page you are jumping to you would create a “bookmark”  as mentioned above – Insert/Bookmark when the box opens type the bookmark name like  WT1  (no # sign).  You will see a “flag” or dotted text  if you blocked some text for the bookmark.  In the first document or the from page you would create a normal hyperlink – Insert/Hyperlink and in the url line where you would have the page address you would follow the address with the “bookmark” preceded by the # sign.
