Either enter the data manually or find the data set at 


Z:\USAGE called lotsonly.xls (it's an Excel spreadsheet


that you are "importing" - be sure to change the file type


lookup from .MDB to .XLS





Once the data is in go to "QUERY" and add in 3 extra fields


using the "BUILD" function:


AREA: Length * Width /43560


COST: AREA * PPA + 1500 * CODE


WHAT IF: IIF((CODE = 1 AND AREA >= 3 AND COST <= 5000),


        "BUY ME", "NOPE")





Print out the "query" screen and the "table" screen
